Homecoming Weekend marks the beginning of the close of 

the Norwich Forever! campaign ð the most successful campaign 

in the history of our University. 

 

To all members of the Norwich 

family who shared their time, 

treasure, and talent to make 

Norwich Forever! such a 

remarkable achievement, thank 

you! Because of your 

generosity, our students are 

enjoying more academic 

opportunities, receiving more 

financial aid, and using more 

modern facilities. 

 

The physical changes to the 

campus made possible by the 

campaign are obvious: The 

Wise Campus Center is the hub of our campus; The Sullivan 

Museum and History Center tells the story of our University 

and alumni in powerful, engaging ways; The Class of 1959 

Bridge is a beautiful landmark that ð like the Centennial Stairs 

ð will serve students for generations. 

 

The final building project planned in the campaign, the 

addition to the athletic complex, will open in the fall of 2010. 

This structure will tie together Andrews Hall and Kreitzberg 

Arena, ease overcrowding in the athletic offices and locker 

rooms, and provide Norwich with a new space for our Hall 

of Fame. 
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Your gifts to the Norwich Forever! campaign accomplished 

more than the construction of new facilities.
